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L Maryland's geography is as varied as it is beautiful. To the west,
- the Appalachian Mountains rise over forested hills, while in the east,

the flatlands spill into the Chesapeake Bay, the largest estuary in

the United States. The Atlantic Ocean borders the state’s eastern

edge, offering miles of sandy beaches, while rivers like the Potomac, :

-

Patapsco, and Susquehanna weave through the land.
The state capital, Annapolis sits along Chesapeake Bay and
is known for its well- preserved 18th- century architecture and
h ates Naval Academy,
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
